Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, this month we have the 
privilege of celebrating the lives of two very important figures 
of the twentieth century who are being canonized by the 
Church. On September 7th, Pope Leo XIV will canonize Blessed 
Carlo Acutis and Pier Giorgio Frassati together. These two 
men are amazing examples of holiness and who have been 
chosen by Christ to be our new intercessors in heaven and 
witnesses of courage and faith. These two men will be the first 
saints proclaimed by the new pope, who was elected on May 8th. 
Blessed Carlo being the first millennial saint spent his life 
proclaiming Christ fully present in the Eucharist. His love for 
the Blessed Sacrament was proclaimed often to his peers and 
through his own website that showcased 136 Eucharistic 
miracles online. He had a great compassion and love for others 
and for the Lord, and died of leukemia in 2006 at the age of 15. 
Blessed Frassati, born in 1901 into a prominent family in 
Turin, Italy, was admired for his deep spirituality, love for the 
poor and enthusiasm for life. A member of the Dominican 
Third Order, he served the sick through the St. Vincent de Paul 
Society. He died at age 24 after contracting polio, possibly from 
one of the people he assisted. 
 

What is so amazing about these two witnesses of holiness is 
that they both lived in the twentieth century, they both died 
before the age of 30, and neither one of them became priests or 
religious. These are men who sought holiness in their youth 
through their lives of prayer and in their relationships with 
family and friends. In the eyes of the world, these men did not 
accomplish anything earth-shattering. They did not found 
religious orders, perform great miracles, or write volumes of 
theological doctrine. They simply sought to follow Christ and 
proclaim their love for Him in their daily life. They were 
faithful to prayer, generous and caring towards the poor, joyful 
through suffering, and courageous in preaching the gospel in 
their communities. I pray that we can all take after the great 
example of these two new saints in our Church and pray often 
for their intercession. St. Carlo Acutis and St. Pier Giorgio 
Frassati, pray for us!

Scrip is a common and completely safe method of fundraising 
that has been around for years.  The purpose of Holy Rosary’s 
Scrip Program is to help Holy Rosary School easily fundraise 
and directly decrease tuition costs for families.  It also helps 
fundraise for the school which helps keep overall tuition lower. 
 

The fundraising happens because local and national vendors sell 
their gift cards to Holy Rosary at a discount.  Holy Rosary 
passes along that discount in the form of a tuition discount to 
the families who buy gift cards.  You buy a vendor’s gift card at 
face value and it is worth what you paid. 
 

When you purchase Scrip, you are purchasing gift cards that are 

used just like cash.  You can use Scrip to purchase everyday 

items such as groceries, clothing, gas, and restaurant meals.  

Every Scrip purchase earns a rebate that can be donated to Holy 

Rosary.  Good News for all!  Rebates earned from buying gift 

cards helps pay for tuition.

Where’s the Sacrifice? 
 

“It’s not that I want you to do it. It’s that I want you to want to 
do it.” 
 

If you’re married or in a relationship, your partner has probably 
either said something like this to you or you have said it to 
them. If one of you hasn’t said it, you have probably wanted to, 
and it’s likely that a big argument or two was had where you 
dance around the sentiment, these exact words flashing in your 
mind like an old-time movie marquee.  
 

The “it” never really matters much. Taking out the trash, 
painting the bedroom, traveling to your in-laws’ for Christmas 
— whatever the subject matter of the disagreement is, it’s all 
just so much set dressing. The heart of the matter is the sacrifice 
and desire. That’s what it all hangs on. Am I with a person who 
will sacrifice for me? 
 

When Paul writes to Philemon that he is sending Onesimus to 
him, he says exactly this. He tells Philemon that he would prefer 
to keep Onesimus with him, but that he does not want to deprive 
Philemon both of Onesimus and the opportunity to make a 
sacrifice worthy in the sight of the Lord. 
 

The point is not who gets to hang out with Onesimus. The point 
is, as it says in the Gospel, who is willing to carry his cross? 
Who is willing to renounce his possessions? Who is willing to 
do the good deed for the sake of the other?  
 

God doesn’t care that much about what we have to offer. He 
cares much more that we have the strength to offer whatever we 
have.
